MARSHALS

MARSHALS: Maintain spectator control throughout the golf course. Spot and protect players’ balls that are
outside the ropes. Maintain quiet during a players’ stroke. Prevent unauthorized photography. Escort players
from the green to the next tee. Marshals are asked to work all five days.

Wednesday - Sunday

OPERATIONS

ADMISSONS & WILL CALL - Ticket sales in the main parking area. You will be asked to check all credentials
of spectators as they enter the shuttle buses. Serve as distribution center for credentials left for guest of
players, Officials, and VIP’s. Issue proper credentials to members of allied organizations.

Days Needed: Wednesday — Sunday

MEDIA CENTER - Staff and support tournament appointed public relations firm in the Media Center with
phones, copies, fax, and assist with the distribution of information to all members of the Media.
Days Needed: Tuesday - Sunday

PROGRAM AND PAIRING SHEETS - Distributing programs and pairing sheets each morning to all hospitality
areas. Sell programs throughout tournament week on-course.
Days Needed: Wednesday - Sunday

TOURNAMENT OFFICE - Assist the office staff by answering telephones, answering questions, and doing

other administrative duties.
Days Needed: Four weeks prior to Tournament

SECURITY

ON-COURSE & HOSPITALITY - Control access to selected areas by assuring only those with proper
credentials are able to enter. Serve as a host for special guests in areas throughout the golf course.
Days Needed: Wednesday — Sunday



SCORING COMMUNICATIONS

LEADERBOARDS & LOCATOR BOARD - Post scores of the Championship leaders on manual scoreboards
located on-course for the information of spectators and the players.
Days Needed: Thursday — Sunday

RUNNERS - Obtaining and copying players’ scorecards and distributing them to the scoreboards and Scoring
Control committees. Walking is required. Junior Applications accepted.
Days Needed: Thursday - Sunday

SCORING CONTROL - Maintain the central scoring system. Serve as the communications center for the
course. Check statistic sheets at the completion of the round.
Days Needed: Thursday - Sunday

PLAYER AND VIP TRANSPORTATION - Receiving and distributing automobiles. Transporting players and
officials (including airport pickup) to various locations as well as shuttling volunteers.
Days Needed: Monday - Sunday

VOLUNTEER SERVICES

UNIFORM DISTRIBUTION - Distributing volunteer uniforms and other volunteer package items in advance of
the Championship. Assisting with set-up and administration of the volunteer orientation and training sessions
held prior to the Championship.

Days Needed: Late September until Early October

VOLUNTEER HOSPITALITY - Maintain the Volunteer Tent and provide services to all volunteers and
volunteer committees during the Championship.
Days Needed: Monday - Sunday
